I know you are both swamped, but I wanted to share this public health story. 
 
The press release says 6 cases, but there are currently 8 confirmed cases, 30 under investigation and multiple children
hospitalized.  The hospitalized children are in Lubbock so my staff have inserted themselves into the response.  The county has a
very small health department.  This outbreak shows what happens when we get large groups of unvaccinated individuals.  My gut
tells me that we have a few hundred cases in Gaines county. It’s also interesting that CDC hasn’t reached out to us locally, but I
also don’t think the state of Texas has reached out to CDC.
